Use tFrjlis reference card to install the Hostess® or Hostesss 550 device driver . This device

driver can support up to four of the following Comtrol Hostess controller boards:
= Hostess or Hostess 550 2-port controllers

= Hostess or Hostess 550 4-port with 100-pin or RJ45 connectors

= Hostess or Hostess 550 8-port with 100-pin or RJ11 connectors

To use this device driver, you must have Microsoft Windows 3.1 or Windows for Workgroups
installed on an ISA- or EISA-bus machine. The installation follows these general steps:

1. Install the device driver.
2. Configure and install the controller board.
3. Configure and attach the interface box (if applicable).

Note: For more information, see the documentation that came with your controller board and
interface box.

Installing the Device Driver

Follow these steps to install the device driver onto your hard disk:

1. Boot up the computer and start the Windows 3.1 operating system.

Insert the Comtrol Device Driver diskette into the appropriate diskette drive.

From the Program Manager window, select the File option.

From the File menu, select the Run option.

You are prompted to select a program to run. Type in the following and press Enter.
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6. Follow the instructions on-screen to supply the device driver with the configuration
information.

After the device driver is installed, use the appropriate hardware instalallation
documentation to install the board.

Note: Install the controller board after you set the DIP switches. Do not change the DIP switch
settings while the board is in the computer and powered up.

Resolving Installation Problems

If installation fails or if you are trying to resolve a problem, try the following before contacting
Comtrol technical support.

= Check the signals between your peripherals and the interface box to verify that they
match (if applicable). See the documentation that came with your controller for more
information.

= Check to make sure the cables are connected properly.

=« Verify your 1/O address and interrupt settings.

= Reseat the controller board in the expansion slot.

= Make sure that the expansion slot screw was replaced after inserting the controller.
=< Reinstall the device driver, selecting a different 1/0 address range for the controller.
If you still cannot get the problem resolved:

1. Turn off your PC.

2. Insert the diagnostic diskette that came with your controller board into the diskettte
drive.

3. Power up and reboot the PC, and follow the instructions provided by the diagnostic
program.
